I. Introduction-Set the tone! Think of it like a movie preview-don’t give too much away!

a. Provide the setting (time and place) Ex. Gloomy, winter morning

b. Introduce characters

c. Introduce the story—start to reveal the plot, but don’t get into much detail

II. Body Paragraphs (Beginning, Middle, and End of the story)

a. You choose if you want 2, 3, 4, etc. body paragraphs

b. Make sure that you pace yourself so that the story progresses naturally. Ex: don’t spend a ton of time on the beginning of the story, and then rush the ending.

c. The end of your story should wrap up the main idea/conflict. We should receive a resolution of some kind.

III. Conclusion—Wrap up final details!
