
Annabel Lee Analysis Questions:
Refer back to the “Understanding Poetry” PowerPoint to help you answer the following analysis questions.

1. Title- Predict what meaning and relationship the title might have to the poem. 

2. Plot- What is this poem about? Paraphrase the poem in your own words. 
3. Rhythm-  How should the poem be read? With what type of rhythm?
4. Sound Devices- What types of sound devices are used in the poem and what effects do they give to the poem. 
5. Imagery/Figurative Language- Identify any figurative language that is used in the poem that helps paint a clearer picture in the reader’s mind. Describe the figurative language used by explaining the examples from the poem (don’t forget to state the stanza, line, and example). 
6. Voice- Who is the speaker of the poem? Explain how you know.
7. Author’s Purpose- What do you believe was the author’s purpose of writing this poem? What message or theme do you believe the author intended the reader to get out of the poem?
8. Mood/Tone- What is mood and tone of the poem? What is the attitude of the speaker towards the subject of the poem? Explain.
