Giver Essay Outline

Prompt: Analyze how Jonas’s character changes throughout the novel

Directions: Fill in the outline with key words/brainstorming ideas for what you can put into body 1 and body 2. You don’t need complete sentences, just some adjectives to describe Jonas’s character, personality, and perspectives. Put your ideas in RED.
1. Intro-You need the following items in your intro in ANY order you like. As long as it works, flows, and makes sense.  ( The only exception is the THESIS. The thesis MUST be the last sentence of your intro. 
a. Main character/prompt

b. Book title

c. Author
d. Tell your reader some background info about the community. Explain that the community is controlled by the government, and the people don’t really have the power to choose. Maybe mention that Jonas’s job opens his eyes to what the community is lacking. 

e. THESIS: Through Jonas’s new position as Receiver of Memory, he is exposed to numerous positive and negative real world experiences that inspire him to change. ***This is MY sample thesis. Yours should NOT look like this. Put your thoughts into your own words. 
2. Body 1---NOTE: I chose to write my body 1 about Asher to model what it should look. The two adjectives I chose to describe him are humorous and irresponsible. Of course, my version is more mature than yours will be, but this will help you. I also added an extra commentary because I felt I needed it. You are only required to have three. You can have two commentaries before your quote and one after, or one commentary before the quote, and two after. You choose! 
a. TS (topic sentence) In the beginning of the novel, Asher proves to be a humorous character who lacks responsibility. 
b. CM (commentary=explains CD/quote) Asher struggled with the responsibilities of precision of language and timeliness. 
c. CM His classmates found it funny when he arrived late to class, or mispronounced everyday words. 
d. CM An example can be seen at the Ceremony of Twelve. 
e. CD  The Chief Elder said, “for a while, we had a silent Asher,” when he was reprimanded for constantly saying “smack” instead of “snack” (Lowry 55).
f. CM This proves that Asher needed constant reminders about using precise language and being a responsible student. 
g. CS  (closing sentence)
