NARRATIVE ESSAY GRADING RUBRIC


NARRATIVE TECHNIQUES (2 points each)
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· Pacing is appropriate from beginning to end.
· Descriptive details and sensory language are used.
· Emotions are used to convey the author’s feelings AND to evoke feelings within the reader.
· The student chose a topic that shows maturity to answer the prompt clearly
· Point of view and tense are clear.

ORGANIZATION/PLOT (1 point each)
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· The introduction makes it clear which prompt has been chosen and provides appropriate information to reveal the topic without giving too much away

· Introduction, body paragraphs, and conclusion are organized in a logical sequential manner. 

· Introduction has at least four sentences
· Body 1 has at least 6 sentences 

· Body 2 has at least 6 sentences 

· Body 3 has at least 6 sentences 

· Conclusion is at least 5 sentences

· The essay has 5 paragraphs total

· Each paragraph smoothly transitions from one to the next. 

· All paragraphs contain information that is relevant to the topic.

· The topic chosen has meaning, and answers the prompt that was chosen by the student
· The conclusion explains what the reader/character learned or how they grew from the experience

MECHANICS/LANGUAGE 
 (2 points each)
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· Sentences contain proper structure and grammar without run-ons or fragments.

· All paragraphs are indented properly.

· The paper contains proper spelling, capitalization, and punctuation.

· Correct and sophisticated word choice; sentences are full of detail
MLA FORMAT
(1 point each)
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· The paper contains the student’s last name and page number in the upper right hand corner.

· The entire paper is typed in 12 point Times New Roman font.

· The paper contains the appropriate heading on the left hand side of the paper.

· The entire paper is double-spaced.

· The title is centered.
