Questions for Group A:

1. Do social class and wealth affect happiness? What should make a person happy? What makes the Greasers happy? The Socs? Find evidence to support your answer.
2. What makes up the Greasers’ identities? Find evidence to support your answer.What should make up a person’s identity?
3. Cherry Valance doesn’t have a huge role in this novel, yet she is a crucial aspect of the story. Why is her character so important to this novel? What THEME does she help to unveil (reveal)? Find evidence to support your answer. 
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Questions for Group B:

1.  Considering the Greasers and Socs, what limitations do they put on friendship? Find evidence to support your answer. Is there anything that they won’t do for one another? What are the limitations YOU put on friendship? Where should we draw the line?  

2. What does the word family mean to you? Is family limited? Choose a character from the Outsiders and explain how they view family. Find evidence to support your answer.

3. What does it mean to be an Outsider? Who do you think the true Outsiders of this story are? WHY? Choose a character and find evidence that supports your stance.
